Our  adult

choir ’s  performances  r ival  those  of  any

choir  in  the  nation ,  and  have  on  many

occasions  been  lauded  with  international

praise .   The  Lexington  Singers  Children ’s

Choir ,  now  in  i ts  17th  season ,  is  comprised

of  four  choirs :  Preparatory ,  Intermediate ,

Advanced  and  Chamber .

Each  choir  is  led  by  a  professional

music  educator ,  accompanied  by  a

professional  accompanist ,  and  is  assisted

by  a  University  of  Kentucky  Music

Education  intern .
